Students returning for in-person instruction will be assigned to one stable group. Stable group sizes will be created
based on 1) the number of families that opt into in-person learning and 2) the physical space limitations of each
classroom in order to comply with physical distancing guidelines. While there is no minimum size, the maximum will
vary based on the size of each classroom/instructional space, to allow for 4-6 feet physical distancing between all
students and staff.

Students will remain in their stable group (in the same classroom) and will not interact with students outside of their
stable group. Teachers will provide instruction through a combination of rotating stable groups/classrooms, in
accordance with state and county safety protocols, and instruction delivered virtually.
