KIPP Empower Academy offers an ASES funded afterschool program to assist and support our students. The goal of our program is to cont inue the support
students are receiving during the regular school day in a safe construct ive environment during after school hours. Our program provides literacy and enrichment
act ivit ies for 138 students, grades TK to 4. Every student in our program part icipates in a daily literacy and enrichment component. Our literacy programs provide
tutoring and homework help in the core areas of reading, language arts, mathematics, and science. Students use software to make sure they are reading and
complet ing math at their individual levels. Students part icipate in at least 1 hour daily in a literacy element. Our educat ional enrichment programs align w ith the
school’s academic program and include, but are not limited to, recreat ion and prevent ion act ivit ies such as football and cheerleading, youth development
strategies like performing arts, music, and dance. Other enrichment act ivit ies are implemented based on the students’ needs and interests.
